	Sports Facilities Matters & Recreation Ground
Quote received to supply and install the main doors to the Sports Pavilion -£3142.98 inc VAT. Members discussed their preference to repair the doors rather than the expense of replacing.  Cllr Adams & Cllr Reed offered to investigate further hoping to purchase the self-closing parts.

Salisbury Glass were unable to offer a solution to fix the sliding side window in the Pavilion – Cllr Adams to investigate further.

An electricity smart meter was installed on the premises on 7/6/22.
Grounds Maintenance

A draft Grounds General Maintenance Schedule aimed to cover the annual and bi-annual tasks required at the recreation ground were discussed.  The schedule potentially includes;

· Cricket pitch banking

· Area behind the pavilion

· Play area banking, newly laid hedge

· School corner /Common Lane boundary

· Village Hall Pond

· Green Shed

· Artificial strip & nets

 Local contractor Bradley Kilshaw has undertaken many of the previously ad-hoc tasks throughout the year but members agreed that a contract of works would provide a clear parameter of what is required.  Clerk to amend and circulate to members before requesting a quote from the Contractor.
Missing fencing at the top corner near the newly installed fencing – still to complete.

Members noted that a large section of newly planted hedging along Saddlers boundary has not successfully grown.  Due to lack of water some of the saplings have died - members to monitor.

Clerk to meet St Mary’s Church representative on 10/6/22 to discuss a settlement regarding the shared mower agreement.
Members discussed the sharing of pavilion keys and passcodes for the recreation gate.  A suggestion to annually audit the keys to monitor ownership.

Dog Behaviour problems
Members were informed of a serious dog behaviour incident on the 8/6/22 involving a dog (off lead) that knocked over a local resident resulting in a serious injury.  The owners of the dog were customers of the Penny Tap and had allowed their dog to run free and out of control.

Members agreed to install a number of new dog signs to confirm the Dorset Council’s dog rules near marked pitches including a requirement to have dogs on leads or under close control at all times (including a separate sign for the Penny Tap customers).  Clerk to draft wording and circulate to members prior to FPC meeting.

A letter from local campsite owners expressed their disappointment at the attitude locals have with regards to the overflow field where many dog owners walk their dogs.  A request to remind locals that it is private property and must not be abused. See communications report.
