	MP Simon Hoare attended the Parish meeting to discuss our rural community issues along with Dorset Council Cranborne Chase Councillor Piers Brown.
Transport

Q: Sadly, despite the demonstration of high number of local users of the Saturday Bus Service, Dorset County Councils’ decision to withdrawal the Saturday Bus Service was made in 2017.  Since its cessation the Parish Council have made every effort to introduce an alternative Saturday travel service for the community.  Unfortunately the proposed dial up booking service was not practical therefore not a viable option.  The continued reduction in rural public transport impacts on many aspects of life and is of great concern for all, what can be done to improve our transport service?
A: In view of Dorset Councils’ Climate Emergency declaration the way forward has to be smarter, greener, flexible and multi-purpose.  It is essential to improve community transport to avoid rural isolation.  
Action: SH agreed to support the proposal to increase transport services by working with Damory Coaches and Dorset Council in an effort to explore alternative options including reliable greener vehicles, an introduction of new routes, sensible timetabling with priority given to attract greater usage by all.
Affordable Housing & Community Land Trust
Q: The CLT process started over 5 years ago but has been intermittently held up by changes in Government and changes in policy. Central Government funding grants for social housing infrastructure costs are expected to expire in March 2020.  The SHCLT would like to have clarity over current schemes and whether Government intends to extend the current policy for schemes already significantly underway. 

Action: SH agreed to make representation on behalf of the Parish Council & SHCLT – The Chairman of the CLT to forward details of the Trusts’ current position and partnership White Horse Housing Association.
Local Social Housing Issues
Q: The Parish Council have been made aware of a number of local social housing tenants who are unhappy with the level of service that they receive.  The general lack of maintenance and upkeep during the tenancy has resulted in properties not fit for purpose and not financially viable to refurbish.  Aster Housing Association properties are being sold off in an area where social housing is in demand.

A: This particular Housing Association does not provide a good level of service to their working agencies or tenants and increasingly they are moving their business to town settings and divesting in rural social housing.  It is a county wide problem.  Disappointingly, tenants put up with their poor conditions and minimal maintenance programmes in order to stay housed.  
Action: Cllr Brown is awaiting further housing allocation policy information from Dorset Council Housing Department and confirmation of the disposal of an Aster Housing property in order to clarify the position on a particular housing enquiry.
County Farms
A meeting scheduled between Sixpenny Handley & Pentridge Parish Councillors & County Councillor and Dorset Council’s Farm Team for 30th January 20.  Matters to discuss include: A post unitary list of County assets, the alleged poor management of county owned farms, reduction of the provision of farms for young farmers, agricultural property ties, common land rights, sustainable farming, technology, introduction of flexibility in rural planning policy and an opportunity to celebrate the positives.
The following matters (that have significantly impacted on rural life) were also discussed:
· The village Post Office provision sold in 2018.

· Clarity on a Parish Councils’ position as a Statutory Consultees in Planning.

· Following the disappointing decision of the Roebuck Inn appeal - Clarity on the Planning Inspectorate and what more could have been done?   A: Without a 5 year land supply & development in the Local Plan – No more could have been done.
