	Sustainable Handley Project – An introduction presented by Mr Ben Camp.
An aspirational project to support local people to live a more sustainable lifestyle, build local resilience, protect and enhance local wildlife by creating a local sustainable/conservation network. Using the broad skill set and knowledge base in the village to develop a range of projects, at the same time strengthening our community, creating social opportunities for all ages and promoting local businesses.  The longer term objective is to provide a blueprint for surrounding villages to follow suit.  
A request to the Parish Council to support the initiative by getting involved and by setting an example of good practise. 

A letter was read out to the Council (from a young member of the parish aged 10years) requesting their commitment to Climate change in form of a declaration of Climate Emergency.
Parish Council Comments: Members were impressed and fully supportive of the aspirations of the project team.  Many sensible ideas enhancing ecology, sustainability and resilience in the face of environmental challenges in the future.

Experienced members of the Council were keen to identify the many challenges ahead including keeping up project momentum, maintaining ‘hands on’ support and most critically; long term maintenance of any new initiatives.
In support of the project the Parish Council agreed to:

· Identify village allotment vacancies to potentially support a Community Allotment.
· Confirm unused land at Common Road allotments suitability for a small orchard.

· Investigate the Parish Council website development incorporating a booking system to support a lift share scheme.
· Host a Recycling Event in the Parish Office on Friday 10th January 2020 4pm – 7pm.
Following a recent meeting with a Plug-N-Go’s representative,  members discussed the EV Charging proposal to provide a fully funded owner operated electric vehicle charging point to be located in the Village Hall car park.  Members agreed it was an opportunity to support the climate change initiative.  More information to follow from SSE and draft lease expected shortly.

Following an enquiry regarding the status of a social housing property on Common Road in Sixpenny Handley the Clerk contacted the Principal Housing Solutions Officer (Prevention) Housing Services Dorset Council.
Aster Housing Association confirmed that the property has been marked for disposal, therefore will be sold.

Members unanimously agreed to challenge the private sale of social housing particularly when the affordable housing project is on hold.  The property concerned has been allowed to deteriorate to such a state that it’s become more economical to sell than keep as a social housing asset.  Clerk to contact Cranborne Chase Councillor & Principal Housing Officer and encourage prospective residents to contact their local MP.

Following a meeting on 13th September between Parish Council and 1st Woodcutt Scouts, Highways agreed to explore new traffic calming signage however they await capital budget for new signage. Confirmation is expected once an order of works has been issued. 
The ROW Volunteer Team continues to gather information on the footpaths, bridleways, stiles and gates. 

On 20th November the North Dorset and East Dorset Team totalling 10 members resolved 40 jobs which had been reported by the volunteer group.
