UPDATE REPORT ON THE JUBILEE PICNIC IN THE PARK EVENT

FROM THE SIXPENNY SESSIONS/BIG SESSION TEAM 

FOR SIXPENNY HANDLEY PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

THURSDAY 24 FEBRUARY 2022

The Sixpenny Sessions/BIG Session team (Naomi Booth, Paul Styles & Penny Mansergh) had identified Friday 3 June 2022 as the date for a community event in Sixpenny Handley to celebrate the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee and presented their ideas for a ‘Picnic in the Park’ to the Parish Council at their last meeting in January. 

At the meeting it was agreed that Ben Waters and his band should be booked, and the Parish Council kindly agreed to make the payment in advance in order to secure a £1,000 discount and to enable them to reclaim £500 in VAT.  This has now been done and the band is booked from 3.00 – 5.00 pm.

As agreed, the BIG Session team looked into applying for an Arts Council grant offered via Dorset Community Foundation but unfortunately the planned event does not meet the relevant criteria after all.  On closer investigation, in order to be successful, we would have had to organise a community project in partnership with an individual or organisation already in receipt of an Arts Council grant and none of the team had the time or expertise to do this.

Various other grants are still being investigated but it is felt that sponsorship is likely to be more successful on this occasion. We believe that we should be able to raise £500 - £1,000 through local sponsorship. We have funds from previous events in the Sixpenny Entertainments bank account amounting to £2,000 as well as £1,500 from the CCIO which has traditionally been given to us to underwrite the BIG Session.

We believe that if we charge a nominal entrance fee, we will be able to cover all costs incurred and potentially make a small profit.  However, the main focus of the event remains a celebration of our wonderful community, bringing everyone together for an afternoon of fun and entertainment after two pretty awful years. 

At the time of writing, it is unclear whether the Penny Tap or the Scouts will be able to support the event in terms of providing a bar, BBQ or activities for children.

We have a kick-off meeting next week in order to discuss ideas for the afternoon, which members of the Parish Council are welcome to join if they wish (Tuesday 1 March at 7.30 pm in the Parish Office).  In light of the above lack of clarity on what support we might have, we will be looking at alternative ideas – e.g. picnic boxes and cream teas - instead of the traditional BBQ and bar.  

In short, we are determined to provide a fun afternoon for all and are confident that we will cover costs and hopefully even make a small profit.

Following recent storms, the village suffered from prolonged periods of time without power.  It became evident that the lack of mobile network made communication very difficult.  The 1st Woodcutt Scouts were able to utilise their solar powered electricity and offer water, gas and recharging opportunity for phones to local residents.  However, the offer of support was not realised due to lack of network signal.  Matter to be forwarded to Cllr Brown demonstrating lack of network support and increasing vulnerability for rural locations.
Infrastructure levy for bio-diversity – investigate if local authority would provide grants for improvements to local ponds.

Members to consider applying for grant applications to the AONB for Heritage Grants to support Jubilee celebrations.
Members to consider applying for AONB grant for portable floodlights.
